Dear Families,

Attached please find all necessary enrollment and information gathering forms. These forms should be completed and returned to us no later than August 15th. This is also the date the first half tuition is due. The medical form is due by the first day of school. A self-addressed-stamped-envelope is included for your convenience. 

The Avoca Community Preschool Team look forward to getting to know your child and family this school year.  You and your family are invited to a Meet and Greet on August 11th from 2:30 – 3:00 PM and from 6:00 – 6:30 PM. Choose which time is better for your family and send and e-mail to Kat Cetrone at cetronek@avoca37.org to reserve your time slot. Please bring your child to look around the school, classroom, talk with the teachers and meet with other parents and children. If you are unable to attend and would like to visit the classroom with your child before school begins, please contact Kat Cetrone (cetronek@avoca37.org), and she will arrange a time. We will be scheduling 20-minute “Lift Off Conferences” during the Meet and Greet. The purpose of this conference is to provide you with the opportunity to talk about your child.  Look for a Lift Off Conference form in this packet to help guide you. We look forward to getting to know you and your child.  In September, (to be announced) the early childhood staff will invite you to attend a formal Curriculum Night for parents only. You will meet the entire staff and learn about what to expect this school year in all areas of our program.  

Classes will begin on Tuesday, September 6th.  A gradual entry schedule will take place on the first and second day of school. We recommend a gradual entry process for all children at the preschool to make this a positive transition for all concerned. The first few days in a new preschool are extremely important to children’s feelings of security and acceptance, whether they have had previous social experiences or not.  It is our way to bring students to school in a small group to help students get to know each other faster in the small group setting and help the teachers learn names, faces, and personalities much quicker. When separation is handled well, it will help both you and your children adjust to this new environment and experiences. 

     We understand that some children may require a little bit more time to adjust, so based on the discretion of the parents and teachers, gradual entry may continue into the following week.
